UPPER SCHOOL SUMMER 2011 READING LIST

Since a leader is a reader, this reading list is compiled in order to encourage students to read
outside their comfort zone. Not only are the suggestions related to topics we’ve discussed or will
be discussing, but the books will keep student minds challenged. They will also touch upon
important themes as WHAT you choose to read will shape you much more significantly than
merely the act of reading.

REQUIRED READING

Please read one of the following works listed under the appropriate grade level, one that you
have not read before. Students will present work related to the reading during the first week of
school.

Entering Logic 1 (7th Grade)
= Do Hard Things, Harris brothers (think about your leadership/service role)
= Kidnapped, R.L. Stevenson (think about your character when facing challenges)

Entering Logic 2 (8th Grade)
= The Bronze Bow, Speare (historical fiction set during the time of Jesus)
= Jane Eyre, Bronte (she shows great strength of character in the face of challenge and
disappointment).

Entering Rhetoric 1 (9th Grade)
= The Chosen, Chaim Potok (this is a great story of friendship and the challenges of
different religious beliefs as well as the importance of our fathers, set in New York
during World War Il. (Beware there is some teen swearing early in the book related to a
baseball game—feel free to skip.)

Entering Rhetoric 2 through Rhetoric 4 (10th-12th Grades)
= The Travels of Marco Polo, a collaboration of Marco Polo with Rustichello of Pisa (read
first as C.S. Lewis recommends it)
= The Name of the Rose, a mystery novel by Umberto Eco set in an abbey of the Middle
Ages. ”As you step into the abbey, watch carefully, avoid illusions, and seek the truth.”
